Recently a preacher  
asked the question, “Why 
Lent?”  He was comical as 
he talked about how Lent 
is not a popular season.  
He’s right. When was the 
last time you heard some-
one say “Only ten more 
days to Ash Wednesday”?  
He also noted that there 
are many more names for 
the day before Ash 
Wednesday– Mardi Gras, 
Shrove Tuesday, Fat 
Tuesday to name a few 
—then for the whole 40 
days of Lent.   

There is reason for this. 
Many of us think of Lent 
as a time of deprivation 
and guilt.  We are re-
minded of our mortality, 

our sinfulness and our 
failures as we walk with 
Jesus’ to the cross where 
he dies for us by our 
hands.  It can feel like a 
burden to get up for Lent 
only to get down on our-
selves.  It’s no wonder 
we don’t think of Lent as 
a  season of gift giving and 
joy.   

Certainly there is a more 
somber side to Lent, but 
don’t miss the gift of 
Lent.  Lent can be a time 
to ponder what it means 
to be a  human being  
created in God’s image.   
That may mean facing our 
sins and flaws, but for the 
purpose of being more of 
who God created us to be

The first 
Soup Supper will be   
provided by Church 
Council with help from 
Parish Life.  People are 
needed to provide Soup, 
Bread or Cookies on 
other nights.   Sign up 
sheets will be available. 
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Hunger has a world face. 

1.02 billion people are 
food-insecure, and three 
million children under the 
age of 5 will die this year 
from malnutrition.  We at 
St. Andrew combat world 
hunger with our 2¢ for 
World Hunger. Last year 
we sent in over $660.  Our 
Youth Group has also 
packed meals for Feed My 
Starving Children. 

Hunger has a national 
face.   

11.7 million children live 
in homes where regular 
meals are not an expecta-
tion, but rather a luxury.  
That is 1 household in 10.  
We combat national hun-
ger with our participation 
in Souper Bowl of Caring.  
Last year $10,300,000.00 
in cash and food were    
collected by youth groups 
and donated to local food 

banks.  With the help of 
our youth group we sup-
ported the Desert Mission 
Food Bank and the St. 
John’s Food Bank with 160 
food items and $120. 

Hunger has an Arizona 
face.   

In Arizona 20.2% of     
children under the age of 
18 go hungry.  We rank 5th 
of all the states for food-
insecurity.  We combat 
Arizona hunger by tithing 
1% to Desert Mission Food 
Bank. 

Hunger has a neighbor-
hood face.   

Both Lakeview Elementary 
and Cholla Middle School 
have children who are 
identified as being home-
less or in transitional   
housing.  The two schools 
have together, almost 75 
children on the backpack 
program.  This program is 

for children for whom 
there is no adult in the 
household with a priority 
to see these children eat.  
The foods sent home are all 
almost ready-to-eat – easily 
prepared by children for 
children.  We supported 
these families with food 
boxes at Thanksgiving, and 
will continue to support 
the food pantries that each 
social worker is starting.* 

St. Andrew is a small    
congregation with a giant 
heart.  Your generosity is 
overwhelming, and you 
will continue to be blessed 
so that you can be a     
blessing to the world 
around you.

Lent – the holy season 
which calls us to repen-
tance, atonement for those 
sins we have committed 
throughout the Christmas 
season. We contemplate 
denial of pleasure for the 
restoration of body and 
soul. We give up chocolate 
to lose weight or we 
shorten our sleep time to 
allow time for meditation 
to clear our minds and 
souls or exercise to shape 
our bodies. Perhaps rather 
than denial we adopt new 
practices: healthy eating, 
daily prayer, exercise,   
service projects. Too often, 
though, these practices are 
simply ways to improve 

ourselves: redeem our 
souls, rescue our bodies 
from poor habits, coerce us 
to be what WE think God 
wants us to be. I reread the 
story of Jesus’ 40 days in 
the desert. He didn’t      
decide to retreat: he was 
led. No where could I find 
that he went without food 
to restore his youthful   
figure, nor did his daily 
planner record life goals to 
live a more purposeful life. 
He didn’t take up a new 
exercise regime to 
strengthen his body. He 
denied the temptations to 
trust in God, to concede 
what God is.  

It can be argued that denial 
of certain pleasures can 
lead to God.  Humility, 
service and good habits are 

commendable 
traits. We do-it-
yourselfers, though, have a 
way of turning everything 
into self-improvement  
projects. The music of Lent 
can help keep our eyes off 
ourselves: 

In the cross of Christ I glory, 
tow’ring o’er the wrecks of 
time.  

God loved the world so that he 
gave his only Son the lost to 
save. 

I want Jesus to walk with me 

Restore in us, O God, the 
splendor of your love; 

In the cross, in the cross be my 
glory ever 

Till my ransomed soul shall 
find rest beyond the river.

    Emily Townes, 
Saving Jesus 
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We just finished a fiscal year 
so a reasonable thing to do is 
look back to see how we did.  
And that would be, how did 
we do relative to the Mission 
Plan for 2009 that was  ap-
proved by the Congregation 
in December of 2008?  Since 
we are highly influenced by 
the current year performance 
to predict the following  year, 
it is helpful to see how the 
year finished up to see if our 
new plan appropriately     
accounted for all the right 
factors. 

There are some key numbers 
that we look at.  Envelope 
Giving is an important     
number for a couple reasons.  
First, it is our primary source 
of income.  Envelope Giving 
is also a primary indicator on 

how people feel about their 
church.  And in 2009, we did 
very well as we finished the 
year about $1,100 over plan.  
Actually, this is pretty good 
estimating as the total plan 
was $146,900 (kudos to our 
Financial Secretary-Kelly 
Burkhardt).  Total Expenses 
would be another key num-
ber.  And again, we did pretty 
well as we finished about 
$1,300 under plan (compared 
to total plan of $188, 782).  
The fact that we came so 
close on both of these key 
numbers suggests that we 
have a pretty good handle on 
our financial planning and we 
should have high confidence 
for success in 2010.  It also 
says that we have strong and 
steady support from the   
congregation, even in these 

difficult economic times. 

Completing our building  
project and incorporating the 
extra space into how we do 
ministry will be important for 
us this year.  Even in a      
partially completed state, the 
benefits of the extra space 
have become apparent,     
especially as we gather for 
fellowship in Lange Hall.  We 
are all waiting to see how the 
feel of the sanctuary is 
changed with the removal of 
the East wall.  There may be 
some unanticipated expense 
impacts to the operating plan 
as things settle out but having 
a good solid plan will help us 
navigate through whatever 
happens.
