The theme of the Grand 
Canyon Synod Assembly in 
Tucson was NUTS (see 
page 7 for a short report).  
NUTS could also easily be 
the unofficial theme of 
churches seeking new life 
and God’s purposes through 
transformational ministry as 
we have been doing here at 
St. Andrew for the past four 
years. 
 
It takes courage, prayer and 
openness to new ways of 
being church—new ways of 
being a Jesus follower—to 
be NUTS.  It can be scary 
too, but Jesus through the 
Holy Spirit continually calls 
us out of our comfort zones 
and into God’s mission to 
love and bless the world 
promising to be with us. 
 
St. Andrew  recently      
received a proposal from 

the Grand Canyon Synod 
inviting us to stretch our 
ministries and go a little 
NUTS.  The opportunity  
involves bringing on a 2nd 
pastor to minister to the 
younger families here at St. 
Andrew AND reach out to  
the increasing number of 
Latino families in our 
neighborhood.  
 
This new ministry would be 
a joint venture between St. 
Andrew, the Synod and 
Churchwide.  It would in-
volve a commitment on our 
part to learn about, meet 
and welcome our Latino 
neighbors with the help of a 
pastor who speaks Spanish 
and can connect with the 
Latino culture.  It also 
means providing partial 
financial support for the 
pastor and the ministry for a 
minimum of two years.

These words from this  
season’s offertory may  
startle some congregants. 
The male image of God is 
imprinted in us not only by 
the church but by society. 
A female model of a deity 
may conjure ideas of       
pre- Christian religions        

celebrated by young   
maidens frolicking amongst 
the flowers. But a quick 
search of scripture          
references many female 
images, especially birthing 
and compassion. 

This doesn’t mean that 
God is a woman any more 
than God the Father is a 
man. It is natural for us to 
confuse gender with      
species. Possessing        
language-based minds,  
humans dichotomize and 
categorize to gain           
understanding. We teach 
our children that God is the 
father so they understand 
God as protector and ruler. 
Not all fathers protect and 
rule, though. Not all   
mothers are compassionate 

and tender, either. So at 
some point children have to 
understand God as more 
than Dad’s boss as well as 
forgiving their earthly     
parents for parental     
weaknesses. As humans we 
attempt to understand God 
who cannot be understood 
by the human mind,     
wrestling with human terms 
and images. We must     
remember to look beyond 
those images if we are to 
glimpse the true God.  

We could sing “Fathering 
God” in the offertory    
without changing the      
incidental significance of the 
hymn. But “Mothering God” 
pushes us to look beyond 
human gender to the nature 
of God.

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Billionaire John D. Rockefeller was once asked, “How much wealth does it take to satisfy a      
person?”  He answered, “Just a little bit more.”  Can you relate?  How often do we think if we had 
a little more money or if we could only afford that one big purchase we would be much happier 
people (or churches).  It’s easy to get caught up in what we don’t have and to focus on those 
things that are not going right (especially in these days of uncertain economic times), but that isn’t 
the way that God would have us live. 

Jesus told a parable in Luke 12: 15—21 about a rich man who kept building a bigger barn to store 
his possessions.  He wasn’t going to be satisfied with what he already had—he couldn’t relax 
unless he was doing something to protect his interests so he never relaxed—and most likely never 
enjoyed life—even though his goal was to one day “relax, eat, drink and be merry.” Everything he 
did was focused on himself and his needs. 

It’s a scary place to be—thinking that you are the only one who controls your future and every-
thing depends on what you have saved for yourself.  Though he was rich in possessions, the man in 
Jesus’ parable didn’t give a thought to how he might make the world a better place or how he 
could use his considerable resources to make a difference in the lives of those who do not have 
much. He didn't even take time to appreciate and give thanks for all he had. He believed that his 
wealth was personal and private.  He defined his life by how much he had and therefore always 
needed just a little bit more.  In the parable God comes to the man on the night of his big plans, 
and calls him a fool. That night he died and all of his possessions became instantly meaningless. 

 While most of us don’t have Rockefeller-like wealth, we too can fall into the trap of believing 
our wealth (large or small) is private.  We worry about having enough and we forget to enjoy life.  
Jesus told this rather harsh parable so that we could see that the way to live faithfully is through 
joyful giving—of ourselves, our time, our possessions and our money.  Being rich towards God—
being generous towards others—is how we were created to live.  It is the way to peace and joy. 

If we define ourselves by what we have, where we live, how big our homes are, how much money 
we make or how much we own, we have missed Jesus’ lesson on faithful living and faithful giving.  
Our lives are not about protecting what we have, but about sharing all we can. 

Thank you for the ways that you are rich towards God and your support of the ministry at 
St.  Andrew.  May you continue to grow in your giving and be blessed by your generosity.

It’s hard to believe that one month of summer has already passed.  Tuition is due by September  -- so that we can order 
our supplies -- but you can start now to put aside money for the $85 tuition.  Pay a little at a time so that you don't have that 
"one big bite" in the fall.  Payment envelopes are posted in the narthex.  In July, August, and/or September, make a check to 
St. Andrew Lutheran Church, write "women's retreat" on the memo line, write your name & "Women's Retreat" on the out-
side of the envelope, put the check in the envelope, and then put it in the offering. The tuition this year is $85, which includes 
your room for two nights, three meals, and all retreat supplies.  As always, scholarships are available so that all who want to 
attend will be able to go. 

We are also recruiting travel guides and cook teams for our weekend. 

• A “travel guide” leads a short session on one of the seven continents; the sessions are laid out step by step in the 

leader guides.  Some sessions are Bible studies, some are games, one is a prayer devotional, one is a craft, and one is a 

service project.  All materials are supplied.   

• We need “cook teams” for Saturday breakfast and Sunday breakfast.  These hostesses plan, shop for, and prepare a 

meal.  Costs are reimbursed. 

These are one-task commitments that take only an hour or two from your weekend.  Please consider prayerfully about 
making a commitment to the women of the retreat.  Through the work of the Holy Spirit and the service of many we 
can have a spirit-filled and enjoyable weekend of Christian fellowship for all.
